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eCW Weekly Users Tip: Examination Save As: Saving an Entire Examination 
 
Templates are a great tool for maximizing efficiency but they aren’t the only tool in the tool bag. For visits that 
aren’t as cookie-cutter, you may want to rely on macros, order sets, and My Favorites: Medications instead.  
 
One of the best uses of macros is in the Examination section. Providers now have access to the Examination 
section. In this section of the Progress Notes, your exam is categorized by the entire exam with all systems 
within each category. Using the Save As function in Examination will allow you to save an entire exam for 
future use on other patients with just a few clicks (will also save formatting like bolding or color). This function 
is user-based so your Save As exams will only be available to you. 
 

1. In the Progress Note, click on Examination or the exam icon.  
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2. Poke around and see what’s there. 

 
3. Save As you go: If you document an exam for a patient that you would like to keep handy, review your 

exam notes and make any necessary modifications* before you are ready to save. 

 
*Don’t shortcut your shortcuts. Take time to spell out and format items for a well-crafted note. 
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4. Click on the green caret q next to Select Default. Then click Save As. 

 
 

5. Name your exam. Then click OK. 

 
6. Run with it! The next time you need the exam, enter the section.  
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7. Click on the green caret q next to Select Default. Then click on your exam.  

 
8. Fields will populate. 
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9. Your note will look like this:
